Food Not Bombs Las Vegas would like to pick up any excess food that you might have and can no longer sell. We make use of food that cannot be sold and would otherwise be thrown away by cooking hot, fresh meals for anyone who is hungry. Our need is parallel to what you throw away: we can use anything, including old or blemished fruits and vegetables (for cleaning and putting to use in healthy soups and salads), grocery items (oils, spices, and nuts), tofu, brown rice or beans (for use as a protein source), and bread or other bakery goods. We use whatever we can to prepare two weekly meals at Paradise Park (every Wednesday) and Baker Park (every Sunday). We also provide free food and drinks for student conferences and community events (such as First Friday). Produce that can no longer be eaten is used as compost for organic gardens that provide food for the meals. Finally, any food that we cannot immediately use, we deliver on your behalf to local shelters, soup kitchens, and families affected by the economic downturn.


Food Not Bombs prides itself on being prompt and reliable in both its pickups and deliveries. If you agree to set up a pickup we will provide you with a phone number where you can reach the volunteer who will be making regular pickups, as well as the phone number and other contact information for our home office.


Your store will benefit in knowing your surplus food is really reaching those in need. By recycling food that would otherwise be taken to a landfill, you directly contribute to the well-being of the local community, while also reducing the burden of waste disposal for your store. Since we ask only for food that would otherwise have to be thrown away, donations will cost your store nothing. In fact, many store owners have seen a noticeable savings in solid waste disposal fees and taxes. (If it will help you, we can also provide documentation of 501(c)3 status on request.)


We appreciate everything that comes our way, and hope to reciprocate your support the best we can!
